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	Article 1
	The Taipei National University of the Arts Student Health Examination Implementation Regulation (hereinafter this “Regulation”) is established in accordance with the provisions under the School Health Act and Student Health Examination Implementation Regulation in order to complete and implement the health management and promotional work of the University.

	Article 2
	Student health examination shall be planned and implemented by the Health Section of the Student Activity Section (hereinafter of this “Section”) and performed by a qualified hospital to be selected through a public tender process.  Subsequent health management and promotional work shall also be performed.
The healthcare institution under the previous paragraph shall designate qualified medical staff to perform the task of student health examination.

	Article 3
	This Regulation is applicable to all students of the University (including exchange students).

	Article 4
	The cost of the health examination shall be borne by the students and may be paid by the University on behalf of the students after the University receives the processing fee.

	Article 5
	The health examination shall be completed within 1 months from the start of each school year.  All new students (including transfer students and students returning after suspension) shall be subject to health examination.  Students from other years may participate in health examination freely.  Any student who suspends school immediately after enrollment, serves military duty or keeps student registration shall be subject to new health examination upon return to school.  If the examination cannot be completed in time due to any reason of force majeure, an application shall be filed with the Section before the deadline.  Extension shall only be granted after approval.  Any failure to comply with the provision shall be subject to up to 2 written notices.  If the examination is not completed without justification, education or reprimand will be imposed in accordance with the situation and the examination shall be completed during the school period.  In addition, in order to maintain public health and safety of group living, any student living in the dormitory who does not complete the examination will be subject to cancellation of lodging qualification, so that the students’ health may be ensured.
Any student who provides a certificate of physical examination from a qualified healthcare institution within 3 months before the start of school does not need to repeat the same examination, provided that the scope of examination shall cover the items under Article 6 of this Regulation.

	Article 6
	The items and manner of health examination shall be in accordance with the following rules:
1. The items and manner of health examination for new students shall be based on the Student Health Examination Standard Chart under Article 2 of the Student Health Examination Implementation Regulation and in accordance with epidemiology requirements.
2. For foreign exchange students, foreign students, Mainland Chinese students or overseas Chinese students who do not hold a residents permit, the following rules shall be applicable:

(1) If the student stays in the University for less than 6 months, a qualified report including health examination items required by the competent authority for the stay or residency by foreigners shall be submitted between 1 month and 2 weeks before arrival in Taiwan.

(2) If the student stays in the University for more than 6 months, in addition to submitting the qualified report including health examination items required by the competent authority for the stay or residency by foreigners between 1 month and 2 weeks before arrival in Taiwan, the examination items under the previous section shall also be carried out and a report shall be submitted within 1 month from start of school.

3. For domestic exchange students, a chest X-ray report within the past 3 months and a copy of the health examination report from the previous school (seal of such school’s administration department to be affixed thereon) shall be submitted within 2 weeks from start of school.

	Article 7
	Students may be required during the school period to perform ad hoc health examination or examination for specific disease in order to ensure the physical and mental health of the students.

	Article 8
	The students and parents should be informed before performance of health examination, specifying the meaning, item, date and relevant matters of the examination.  Students and parents shall be asked to provide basic health information and regular health status to the medical staff for reference.  After the examination is performed, the results will be notified to the students and parents.

	Article 9
	The examination record card and the results of health examination shall be filed and maintained by the Section for a retention period of 10 years.  All health information shall be kept confidential, except as required for teaching, assisting and healthcare purposes and with the students’/parents’ consent or otherwise in accordance with laws.

	Article 10
	The Section shall undertake the following relevant measures if any anomaly is discovered in the results of health examination:
1. Provide health assistance, forwarding of anomalous items to second examination and suitable treatment, with follow-up.

2. Epidemic diseases shall be handled in accordance with applicable legislations of the health competent authority.

3. Special diseases shall be handled on case-by-case basis.

The execution process of the handling measures under the previous paragraph shall be properly documented.

	Article 11
	The Section shall record, file and perform statistics about the results of health examination and treatment.  If required, relevant persons shall be notified to jointly maintain the health and safety of the students.  Health promotion events shall be organized based on the results of the examination.

	Article 12
	This Regulation shall be published and implemented after approval by the Student Affairs Meeting and submission to the School Affairs Meeting.
