Guidelines of Dreams Realized Scholarships 

Approved on May 26, 2009 at the Committee for University Administration Fund Meeting
Approved on May 31, 2011 at the Committee for University Administration Fund Meeting

I. To award current financially weak student of Taipei National University of the Arts (including children of disabled parents, low-income families, aborigine students, overseas students and international students, etc), who are strive to learn and purse their dreams, to subsidize his living expenses and textbook fees.

II. Quotas for scholarships: This scholarships award number is fifteen.
III. Eligibility:The current Taipei National University of the Arts students who are the children of disabled parents, low-income family, aborigine students, oversea students or international student, with excellent academic performance (average of 65 or above) and behavior performance (average of 75 or above) in last academic semester.
IV. Scholarship Grant: 8,000 NTD for two recipients each per semester.
V. Application period: April 1 to April 30 each year.
VI. Students who apply this scholarship should submit the following documents to Student Activity Section.
A. Application Form

B. Official complete transcript；
C. Low-income ,or income certification ,or tax reduction receipt ,or the economic conditions on paper instructions (financial proof).
D. The validity of identity documents.

1. Children of disabilities families: Each photocopy of the disabled certification and the Family household registration.

2. Low-income families' children: Each photocopy of the low-income certification and the Family household registration.

3. Aborigine students: The photocopy of the Family household registration.

4. Overseas students and International students: The photocopy of resident certification and passport.

VII. Selection Panel: Applications will be reviewed by the selection panels with Dean of Student Affairs, Dean of College. The scholarship payment amount and number of student will adjust by the review meeting.
VIII. Selection Criteria: The selection panels will take into account the four yardsticks below for the selection of candidates:
1. Family economics status
2. Academic Excellence
3. Conduct Result
4. School or the public service and community activities performance

IX. The Regulations shall be implemented after approval by the Committee for University Administration Fund Meeting and President. The same procedure shall apply to future revisions.
