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I. To reward: The standard of the last semester academic result from the student of Taipei National University of the Arts (including seven years consistent system, part-time students are not eligible).
II. The application condition: Excellent in the academic grade (an average of 85 or more) and haven’t any failure subjects. Students whose academic average less than 85 point, can submit their family economic instructions (The income certification appropriated by Internal Revenue Service ).To awards disadvantaged students to provide living expenses and textbooks and other books fees.
III. Scholarship Grant: 10,000 NTD for two recipients each per semester. This source of funding support to students at public expense and school funds designated as scholarship.
IV. Application period: December 1 to December 30 of each year.

V. Apply: The applicant shall be required to apply for time to fill out an application form one copy, academic transcript, the economic conditions on paper instructions (income certification or deduction payment vouchers) submitted to the Student Activity Section.
VI. Audit: The scholarship is audited by committee of the review meeting which is composed by the Dean of Student Affairs. The review committee member are the Dean of Student Affairs, Dean of the College on behalf of a person. The scholarship payment amount and number of student will adjust by the review meeting. 
VII. Validation of the assessment criteria of the scholarship in accordance with the following priorities:

A) Academic grade

(B) Conduct Result
(C) family income.

VIII. Admission announcement: Admission list in addition to individual notifications, Student Activity Section will refer to the group announcement and choose the time of issuance of the appropriate assembly.
IX. The Regulations shall be implemented after approval by Scholarship Review Committee, the Committee for University Administration Fund Meeting and President. The same procedure shall apply to future revisions.
